	Mission of Programs
	Cameras:
Officials say the cameras help combat crime and maintain social stability and to prevent and investigate terrorist activities.
Internet:
Officials claim the purpose of Internet surveillance is to prevent vulgar content, base art forms, exaggerated violence and sexual content in Internet content and videos that have a negative effect on society.
	Official policy is that surveillance programs are for counter-terrorism purposes. Critics allege that they are being used for surveillance and possibly suppression of legitimate political activists, critics, and dissidents

	Officials do not technically acknowledge the purpose of these programs. They are used to keep tabs on the entire population and identify and then neutralize dissidents, called “thought criminals.” 

	Types of Information Being Surveyed
	Video cameras in public and some private places (outside home of perceived enemies, college classrooms), cell phone calls, internet activity, facial recognition in immigration checkpoints.
	Electronic Communications, Internet use, Satellite Images, Cell phone data, surveillance cameras in public places, laptop webcams are able to be turned on remotely. 
	Cameras and microphones surveil entire cities, indoors and outdoors. All communication is under watch. Extensive use of informants. Only very inaccessible rural, outdoor areas like forests are free from surveillance. 

	What Freedoms are Restricted?
	Right to privacy, right to free speech, restricted access to the web, restricted freedom of democracy & other political parties, restriction of modest freedoms that Chinese people regularly enjoy. 
	Right to privacy, right to be free from unreasonable search, potential restrictions on free speech and freedom of the press due to chilling effect.
	Virtually all freedoms are curtailed. All press is state-owned. Free speech is punishable by death. Religion has been forcibly abolished. The oppression is so pervasive that even listing the specific rights that are curtailed is absurd. 

	Types Of Propaganda
	Pervasive cameras will deter crime and promote social stability, students are less likely to cheat on tests, if you have nothing to hide you shouldn’t worry
	Pervasive atmosphere of fear of terrorism. Public officials tell public to “never forget” 9/11 and even lie about threats of terrorism to rally support for policy, like in the prelude to the Iraq War. 
	TV propaganda is played on all screens in every home and in public places 24 hours a day. Posters are on walls. Childhood education is indoctrination. State ideology of “English socialism” is propagated to all. 

	Chilling Effect
	People often put away their cell phones while conversing, virtually every public space is being recorded, internet activity is monitored, speaking out against the government is forbidden in any way, 
	People take preventative measures to avoid surveillance and spying like Tor Browser, Dark Web. Whistleblowers and hackers prosecuted. Journalists practice self-censorship. 
	Since thoughtcrime is punishable by death, no one publicly dissents from government. The chilling effect is absolute, no one ever says anything that could be construed as disagreeing with state policy.
